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Introduction

The Nottinghamshire Scouts International Fund exists to provide support to Young People (under 25) as individuals or part of a Group attending a Scouts Activity or event overseas.  The fund is designated fund finance from the proceeds of the Scout Charity Shop run by the Nottinghamshire Business and Community Trust.

What funding is available?

Funding is available for any activity or event that meets the purpose of the fund for example:

I. Individuals attending a World Scout Jamboree, Moot or other gathering overseas that involves Young People from other Countries, as a participant, Leaders or Service Team members.  

An individual will normally be restricted to one award from the fund

II. Scout Groups providing an overseas camp or expedition for their young members.  Awards will be made to the Group as a whole.  

Groups receiving an award will not be considered for a further award in the following two years.  

III. Scout Districts providing an overseas event for their young members.  

Awards will be made towards the whole party.  Districts receiving an award will not be considered for a further award in the following two years.

Why should I apply?

The fund aims to financially assist in increasing the numbers of opportunities available to Young People to attend Scouting activities overseas.  It is an objective of the movement that Young People gain an insight into and appreciation of the other Countries and their customs and beliefs.  This is one reason why Young People join Scouting and it is important that the cost of such activities does not prevent attendance.

When can apply?

There is no fixed date for applications to be received.  It is recommended that applications be submitted as early as possible to help with budgeting for the activity.  Applications should be submitted at least 3 months before the date when the funds will be required, to allow time for approval and review.  Applications received will be passed to the appropriate Assistant County Commissioners for review and returned to be considered by the Finance Sub Committee at the meeting following receipt.

How much can I apply for?

There is no limit to the value of any application although applicants should not expect to receive more than 25% of the cost from the fund.  Funds are limited and will be granted on merit of each application and the number of Young People who will benefit from the activity.

How do I apply?

An application may be made by or for an individual, a Scout group or a Scout District on the appropriate form.  There are separate application forms for individuals and Groups and copies are attached to this pact sheet.  Applications need to be approved by your Groups Scout Leader and District Commissioner/Chairman.  Applications should then be sent to the County Secretary at the County Resource Centre.

Once the form has been completed and signed by the appropriate people this should then be sent to The County Office, Unit One, Trinity House, Robey Close, Linby, Notts, NG15 8AA.
