country. 

“We don’t get the cold 
weather over here like they 
do in certain parts of 
Russia so it will be a 
challenge.” 

In St Petersburg they 
will visit museums, 
churches, landmarks and 
generally soak up the 
cultural atmosphere of the 
world’s largest city north 

of Moscow. 
They will take part in 

cross-country ski-ing and 
orienteering, learn to cook 
authentic Russian food on 
open fires, camp in 
temperatures as low as –20 
centigrade in snow and 
enjoy cultural and team 
games with their Russian 
hosts. 

To pay for the trip the 
Scouts have raised funds 
by selling quiz books, bag 
packing at supermarkets 
and raffling donated prizes 
and sponsorships.

ISSUING OF RECORD BOOKS 
Please write the date of issue of the book on page 
2 ensuring that this is on or after the minimum 
start age for the particular Award. Also write in 
the name of the Unit and the contact details of the 
Award Leader. Complete the name and address of 
the participant on page 3, preferably in block 
capitals. 
 

CHOICE OF ACTIVITY 
The requirements for all of the available choices 
for each section of the award are given on the D 
of E Award website (www.theaward.org). Please 
take particular note of the section for which each 
choice is acceptable. Around 5% of books 
submitted to me have activities signed up in the 
wrong sections. This causes a lot of problems all 
round because a participant, who thought they had 
completed an Award, has to be told that what they 
have done is not acceptable and they have to then 
start and complete another choice. 
 

DATES 
Exact dates are required for the time over which 
the activity has been carried out e.g. 15th July 
2007 not July 2007. Also, although the next 
award may be started before all of the previous 
one has been completed, it is important to check 
that the earlier section is complete before the 
same section of the higher award is started.  
 

TRAINING DATES 
If helping with Beavers, Cubs or Scouts is carried 
out as Service for any Award then there must be 
some additional training undertaken in addition to 
the practical service. Please list the modules and 
give dates. 

RESIDENTIAL PROJECT 
This is the extra section for the Gold Award only. 
Its objective is to encourage the participant to take 
part in an activity and make friends in a 
residential setting.  To this end it is important that 
the participant should preferably go as an 
individual or with a maximum of one other 
person that they know.

T HE Outward Bound Centre at Ullswater, Cumbria 
offers the opportunity for 100+1 Explorer Scouts 

from Nottinghamshire to attend a 48-hour Weekend 
Outward Bound Experience in October 2008. (It is our 
101st year hence 100+1) 

The cost for the weekend is £135 each for which we 
have already negotiated a discount from the centre of 
£25 each bringing the cost to £110. We are seeking to 
bring that cost down and we may be able to point you in 
directions for seeking funding yourself. 

We have spoken with Nottinghamshire Outward 
Bound Trust and asked if they would kindly supply the 
transport for all participants to and from the centre. 

Malc Skelton (C.E.S.L.) and myself will be 
responsible for overseeing the weekend and there will be 
up to eight additional Leaders with us. 

This event will take place the first weekend in 
October 2008. Participants attending this event must be 
Explorer Scouts at the time of the event, i.e. have 
reached the age of 14 years but not reached their 18th 
birthday. 

This is a brilliant introduction for many of our 
Explorer Scouts to Outward Bound: an action-packed 
weekend filled with activity and fun that also helps to 
develop personal skills. All activities are group based 
and overseen by an expert instructor. It’s a weekend of 
adventure and discovery. Outward Bound Centres are 
licensed Activity Centres. 

All food, accommodation and tuition at the Centre 

are included in the price. Meals include cooked 
breakfasts, packed lunches and evening meals. The 
centre caters for all diets (and must be informed at least 
two weeks before arrival) and a vegetarian option is 
always available. 

There is little time to shop whilst on the course, 
mainly due to the busy schedule and also its location. 
Therefore only a small amount of spending money is 
required for the Centre Shop selling confectionary, 
toiletries etc. 

Please note the shop does not sell alcohol or 
cigarettes. The Centre operates a no alcohol policy. The 
Centre actively discourages smoking and those under 16 
are not allowed to smoke. If you are over 16 and must 
smoke your instructor will direct you to a designated 
smoking area, this is the only smoking area. There is no 
smoking on activities including expeditions. Participants 
who break these rules will be dealt with in the normal 
disciplinary process. Any participants found to be 
smoking in Outward Bound buildings may be 
immediately required to leave the course as there are 
major safety issues. 

Staff may only smoke at work in a designated 
outdoor area (in line with the information in the staff 
handbook) out of sight of participants. This applies to all 
contractors, visitors and Aramark staff. Outward Bound 
was founded in 1941 by the naval captain Lawrence Holt 
and the educationalist Kurt Hahn. 

It was intended as a survival school for merchant 

seamen who might find themselves shipwrecked and 
forced to cope with all manner of situations and 
conditions in any environment in the world. 

After the war, it was felt by many that the success 
of the school was in more than just teaching survival 
skills. The Outward Bound programme could also, in 
peace time, be a valuable means of making individuals 
more independent, self-aware and able to cope for 
themselves. 

The lessons learned have, from the start, been 
applied to teamwork and leadership. Over a million 
people have now benefited from the life lessons and 
survival skills of Outward Bound and the lessons 
learned are as valuable and relevant today as they were 
all those years ago. 

Time of arrival at the Centre has been set at 
1.00pm on the Friday until 1.00pm on the Sunday, hence 
travel to the Centre will take place on the Friday 
morning, so, it may be necessary for me to negotiate time 
off school for many of those Explorers attending.

We then crossed back over the road to 
the main museum site.  

Most of the group then visited the 
temporary Dr Who exhibition.  Here there 
are all the characters from the recent Dr 
Who programmes.  Some were very scary.  
They included: 

• the 4-metre long Empress of Racnoss 
    from The Runaway Bride, 
• a Dalek you can stand inside 
• the half human, half pig creatures,  
• Lilith (one of the three witch-like 
    creatures),  
• the eight-feet tall Slitheen,  
• the smiling mask-faced Clockwork 
    Robots,  
• the 'Sisters of Plenitude',  
• and the ancient Face of Boe.  
Some of us were glad when it was time 

to leave Dr Who and the Daleks! 
After this we sat and had lunch outside 

and then split up into smaller groups to 
explore the various exhibition halls. 

We visited the sewers, the gas gallery, 
the history exhibition, the Power Hall and 
lots more, leaving the best until last! 

In the Xperiment gallery, the Cubs (and 
the adults) all had a try at the different 
experiments.  Tasks included: lifting a Mini, 
solving the Tower of Hanoi, compose a 
symphony, launching a rocket and avoiding 
the Brownie pack that was also there!   
There is also a Mind Maze, tasks to test the 
senses, to reveal the magic of materials and 
to experiment with energy.

Activities 2008 
Y OU will have received an Activities Brochure for 2008. It 

contains lots of  different things to have a go at. We have 
included more opportunities for adults to receive quality 

training in various Outdoor Pursuits. The thinking behind this is 
that we can let more youngsters experience these exciting activi-
ties, if we have more adults who are qualified  to give these op-
portunities. 
To mention a few of the early events: 

First Aid Training – First response 9th March, First Response 
Refreshers 3rd March. These courses will become even more im-
portant during 2008 as Explorer Scouts on expeditions have to 
have one of their number qualified. 

We are running a training weekend for hillwalking and Rock 
Climbing in Derbyshire on 12 & 13 April 2008. These course is 
aimed at any adult who wants to get experience at either climbing 
or hillwalking and will include where appropriate, navigation, Set 
ups,  group control, equipment together with advice on routes. 

This course will be based at a Peak District Youth Hostel 
with instruction from one of our experienced outdoor team. There 
may be the chance of being assessed for an activity permit, de-
pending upon previous experience. 

We will be running a training day in Green Field skills for 
those wanting to upgrade their Nights away permit. We will also 
be offering the chance to do a new wild camping option, which 
will include tent & gear selection, on the 26 April at Cotgrave 
Nights Away Permit Revisions 

You may have missed the updates to the Nights Away Permit 
Scheme, I have summaried the changes below: 

1.  New Category – Lightweight Expeditions. This recognises 
that to run an expedition you do not need the same skills as those 
to run a standing camp. 

2.  First Aid – there is now a specific requirement that a first 
aider be nominated and present for all nights away. This does not 
need to be the permit holder. 

3.  Nights away renewals are NOT to be part of the warrant 
review, as different people are involved in each. A new applica-
tion form needs completing at every renewal. 

So some tweaking but not too many major changes, a couple 
of important questions may crop up so here are my thoughts: 

1.  If a hillwalking permit includes wild/remote camping then 
there is no need for a Lightweight Expedition permit as well. But 
it means that all of you that run D of E expeditions, even at 
Bronze level but avoid terrain One, you will now need the new 
endorsement on your nights away permit. 

2.  All nights away need to have a nominated First Aider 
qualified to First Response standard as a minimum. This includes 
Scout and Explorer Scout Expeditions when a qualified adult first 
aider is not camping with them. Nottinghamshire Scouts allow 
older Scouts and Explorer Scouts to take part in any of our First 
Aid Courses. 

3.  The permit holder does not need to have a first aid qualifi-
cation but must ensure that there is a nominated first aider at any 
nights away event. Some Districts in our County have been insist-
ing on a first aid qualification before a Nights Away permit is 
issued. This cannot be the case in future. 
I hope this answers some of the questions. If you need any further 
help contact your District Nights Away Advisor or myself.
